URALLA ARTS STALLS AGREEMENT - 2009

This Agreement is between: Uralla Arts Inc, the organiser of the 2009 Get Off Your Arts Festival (“the organiser””) and

(the stallholder)

1. The organiser agrees to provide space at the 2009 Get Off Your Arts Festival to enable the stallholder to offer goods
and merchandise for sale.

2. The stallholder may conduct their stall from 9.00am on Saturday 14th March until 10.00pm on Saturday 14th
March, 2009. Set up time is between 6.00am — 8.00am Saturday 14th March. Stall site must be vacated by 11pm
Saturday 14th March as the market is on a closed roadway.

3. The organiser shall allocate a designated stall site to the stallholder. The organiser shall use their best endeavours to
provide a site which satisfies the needs of the stallholder, but the organiser’s decision on the allocation of sites is
final.

4. The stallholder shall not offer for sale:

*  Food or drink; (unless organised prior with organisers)

*  dogs, cats, or other animals or pets;

» alcohol, tobacco, or any other drug, whether legally prohibited or not;
e drug related paraphernalia;

»  knives or blades of any kind;

» celectrical items

5. The stallholder agrees to limit the operation of their stall to the space provided by the organiser, and shall not carry
on any activity that might cause harm to any person or damage to any property.

6. The stallholder will not carry on any activity which is considered by the organiser to be offensive or excessively
noisy.

7. The stallholder’s fee (see fee schedule) is not refundable in the event of bad weather, flood, fire, illness, or any other
cause which might prevent or hamper the stallholder conducting their stall. The Get Off Your Arts festival is an
all-weather event. Stallholders are advised to make provisions for inclement weather.

8. The organiser will not be held liable for any loss as a result of cancellation, postponement, rescheduling, late open-
ing, early closure, or evacuation of the area in the event of an emergency.

9. The stallholder shall have Public Liability Insurance cover and provide the organisers with a copy by 1st March
2009. The organiser does not agree to arrange or provide any other insurance, and the organiser shall not be held
responsible for any damage or loss to stock or merchandise owned by the stallholder from whatever cause.

10. The stallholder will access the market site as directed by the stalls co-ordinator. The stallholder will not drive any
vehicle, or arrange for or permit any vehicle to be driven, through the stalls area or other closed road areas during
festival hours. Vehicles may only access the site during stall set up and pack up times as indicated in (2) or with
the permission of the organizer.

11. The stallholder shall provide all electrical cords and boards, including lights for their stalls, the organisers shall
provide a qualified electrician for safe work procedures. All power equipment must be tagged by a qualified
electrician.

12. The organiser reserves the right to evict any person behaving in a dangerous, offensive or abusive manner.

13. The stallholder indemnifies the organiser, and their agents and employees and volunteers, from any claims or ac-
tions of any kind arising as a result of the stallholder’s operation.
